This program
teaches 21° century leadership and life skills to students and creates a culture of student empowerment as they
learn to use their “leader voices” and follow the 7-habits of highly effective people. Starting May 12 through May
31, 2017, we would like parents to complete a survey to give us some baseline data to track the impact of the
